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8> We are looking at testing our septic tanks under the current voluntary approval
process. Is there a specific form that needs to be filled out for the engineer witness por-
tion of the requirement? We can generate our own form if needed. If we make our
own form, are there any specifics that need to be on the form? We would include:
Date, Tank size/drawings, Vacuum spec/requirements, Passed test verification, Engi-
neer signature, Additional wording that passing the structural test also passes the unit
on the water tightness test.

A: ODH has not put together a specific form; they are suggesting that applicants follow
the outline of the voluntary certification document and provide the information as appli-
cable to the process used for each section. The elements of this proposed form are
fine, and ODH agrees with the items identified. ODH would like to add two other
items. Since it may be related to the tank configuration and subsequently the testing
process, where it is applicable, the company should identify when the tank is using the
special device approval for nine to twelve inch air gaps. Other than that, perhaps a
general statement, as per the last item in the voluntary certification, that all other as-
pects of OAC Rule 3701-29-07 are met. ODH is contemplating scanning the docu-
ments provided, unless they come to us electronically, and posting them on the web by
company, perhaps in a table format with a link from the website to the document.
